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Guide to Preparation and Submission of STORMS Transaction Formats
[bookmark: _Toc308182931]Purpose
This guide provides detailed information about the formatting, submission process and automated processing of transactions used by the SITE Task Order Requirements Management System (STORMS).    
[bookmark: _Toc308182932]Background
STORMS is an automated system for managing the status and detailed expenses of SITE Task Orders.  Based on monthly Contractor-provided inputs, the STORMS database contains information about the Labor costs and Other Direct Costs (ODCS) expenditures for each task order.  STORMS also stores the IDIQ “not-to-exceed” labor rates by labor category, period of performance (PoP) and geographical work location (Price Group) for each SITE Vendor.  The IDIQ rates are used during the Task Order Request for Proposal (RFP) process to validate each line of a Vendor’s submitted proposal. 
Upon Task Order award, STORMS is loaded with the winning Vendor’s submission.  This data includes the proposed labor categories, specific Task Order not-to-exceed rates, proposed levels of effort, and ODCs, among other contract data.  This information is then used during the operational life of the Task Order to validate the information submitted by Vendors in the monthly expenses reports.  
[bookmark: _Toc308182933]STORMS Transaction Files 
To facilitate the automated import of data from the SITE Vendors, a set of structured file formats have been developed to support the processing of the proposal and expenditure information for Task Orders.  There are two types of structured transaction files used by STORMS.  The first is the STORMS Proposal File (PPR) which is prepared by the Vendors and is a required component of the proposal response submitted for all SITE Task Order RFPs.  The second is the STORMS Monthly Expense Report (MER) which is used by Vendors to submit all the expenses incurred during the life of the Task Order.  The separate MER file is a required monthly delivery for all SITE Task Orders.
[bookmark: _Toc308182934]STORMS Proposal Price Report (PPR) File Specifications
The PPR is submitted as part of the proposal package for every Task Order RFP by each participating bidder.  It consists of an MS Excel Workbook (2007 or 2010) and must include two specifically named spreadsheets containing the transactions that will be processed by STORMS to validate the price data for the proposed Task Order. 
[bookmark: _Toc308182935]STORMS Proposal Price Report File Naming Convention
The PPR is a MS Excel 2007 or 2010 structured file.  The PPR file name is composed of three parts preceding the file extension:  the Vendor’s IDIQ contract number, the Task Order Request for Proposal (RFP) number, and the STORMS file type “PPR”.  Underscores (“_”) are used for separators between each part preceding the Excel file extension (either “.xlxs” or “.xls”).    The format is defined as follows:
[Vendor’s SITE IDIQ Contract #] + “_” + [Task Order RFP #] + “_PPR” + [.File Type Extension]
This can be expressed simply as:   IDIQ #_RFP #_PPR.xlsx (or .xls)
An example name is:  HHM402-10-D-00XX_HHM402-11-R-XXXX_PPR.xlxs  			    where HHM402-10-D-00XX represents a SITE IDIQ contract, HHM402-11-R-XXXX is the Task Order RFP number, “PPR” defines the STORMS file format, and “.xlsx” is an Excel 2010 file type.
[bookmark: _Toc308182936]Proposal Spreadsheets Naming Convention
The names of the two spreadsheets contained within the proposal file are: “TO_Labor” and “TO_ODCs”.  Both spreadsheets must be contained within the file and the names of the spreadsheets must be labeled exactly as defined (see figure below).

The TO_Labor is used to submit the transactions for the proposed Labor cost information (e.g., labor categories, rates, levels of effort, etc.).  The TO_ODCs spreadsheet is used to submit the transactions that contain all the essential cost information for the proposed ODCs.  
Other spreadsheets can be created in the file to assist Vendors during proposal preparation.  These spreadsheets are ignored by STORMS and have no adverse effect during processing.  The order of spreadsheets within the file does not matter.    
The specific transaction formats for the “TO_Labor” and “TO_ODCs” spreadsheets are defined in the next two sections. 
[bookmark: _Toc308182937]TO_Labor Spreadsheet (Labor Transaction Formats)
The TO_Labor spreadsheet contains the set of data which describes the bidder’s proposed labor costs for each Task Order period, CLIN, geographical location, and work facility.   Because most Task Order Periods of Performance (PoP) straddle two IDIQ periods of performance, there are actually two approved rates that are applicable within a given Task Order PoP (see example diagram below).

In the illustration above, the Base period for the planned Task Order begins during Option Year 2 of the SITE IDIQ and ends sometime in Option Year 3.  The Base period for this Task Order therefore has two possible approved rates that apply during its delivery.  “Blended” rates (usually based on weighted averages) are sometimes used to define new rates applicable for each Task Order’s PoP.   SITE Task Orders will generally not use blended rates.  For SITE, Vendor’s have the option of submitting two rates per PoP.  Each must comply with the individual not-to-exceed rates of the associated IDIQ PoP.  If a second rate is not included, the first rate will be applied to the entire period of performance of the Task Order.   
In the example above, the proposed Task Order rates (Rate 1 and Rate 2) must comply with the corresponding not-to-exceed rates of the corresponding PoP of the IDIQ.  STORMS will verify that each proposed labor rate does not exceed the corresponding IDIQ rate.
The structure of the TO_Labor transactions therefore contains the information used to identify the corresponding Contract and Task Order data, the type of labor being proposed, and places to submit the two corresponding labor rates for this PoP.  The logical structure of the proposal labor transaction format is shown in the next diagram.

The definitions of each column in the TO_Labor spreadsheet are provided below.   (Note:  There are no embedded spaces in the column names)

Contract Number - The SITE IDIQ contract number of the submitting vendor (NOT the RFP number).  The bidding Vendor is responsible for entering their IDIQ contract number on all the Labor lines being proposed.  Any lines on the spreadsheet with a blank Contract # will be ignored during processing—this allows the Vendor to enter other data for their use such as subtotals and not affect STORMS processing.

	TaskOrder
	Task Order name – This name will be provided by the SITE PMO and will be unique for every Task Order.  It must not be changed in order for the file to process correctly.  Note:  This element will eventually be changed to the awarded Task Order number for submitting monthly expense reports (but that number is not defined until the actual award is made).

	Period
	Period of Performance (PoP) – Identifies the PoP within the Task Order to which the proposed labor on this line applies.  The first period is always defined as “Base” and each succeeding PoP as “Option #” such as “Option 1”, “Option 2”, etc.

	Contract Line Item Number – The RFP will identify the CLINs to be proposed.  Each PoP may contain multiple CLINs.  Labor Category rates are managed and validated separately for each CLIN so a proposal can provide different rates on separate CLINS as long as they are within the IDIQ rate.

	PriceGroup
	IDIQ Price Group – This equates to the geographical locations where work is being performed.  There were seven (7) price groups for the United States and 18 foreign locations (oversees) in the original IDIQ contracts—more may be added over time.

	Category
	Labor Category – This is the labor skill being proposed.  There are 51 IDIQ approved labor skills.  Any new labor skills applicable to the Task Order being proposed must be approved in advance of the submission or the labor category will not pass the STORMS proposal validation test.

The Category text must exactly match one of the IDIQ categories or an approved new labor category (see Appendix B for exact strings and/or alternative abbreviations that can be used).

	HourlyRate
	Hourly Rate of Labor – This is the proposed fully burdened labor rate for one (1) hour of work on the Task Order regardless of the type of contract (FP, LH, T&M, CP, etc.).

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]This specific rate applies from the start of the Task Order PoP and remains in effect for the duration of the PoP unless a second rate (HourelyRate2) is proposed as authorized by a change the IDIQ PoP rates.  

Note:  Regardless of the type of contract being proposed (FP, LH, T&M, CP, ect.), the proposed rate must be less than or equal to the Vendor’s not-to-exceed IDIQ rate for the corresponding period of the work being performed or an error will be produced by STORMS).

	HourlyUnits
	Total Hours – The consolidated number of hours proposed for this labor category until the end of the Task Order PoP (or if applicable until HourlyRate2 applies based a change in allowable IDIQ rates).

	MonthlyRate
	Monthly Rate of Labor – This is the proposed fully burdened labor rate for one (1) full month of work on the Task Order regardless of the type of contract (FP, LH, T&M, CP, etc.).

This specific rate applies from the start of the Task Order PoP and remains in effect for the duration of the PoP unless a second rate (MonthlyRate2) is proposed as authorized by a change the IDIQ PoP rates.  

Note:  Regardless of the type of contract being proposed (FP, LH, T&M, CP, ect.), the proposed rate must be less than or equal to the not-to-exceed IDIQ rate for the corresponding period of the work being performed or an error will be produced by STORMS.

	MonthlyUnits
	Number of Months – The consolidated number of full months proposed for this labor category until the end of the Task Order PoP (or if applicable until MonthlyRate2 applies as a result of a change in allowable IDIQ rates).  

(Note:  Use the MonthlyUnits column ONLY as an alternative to bidding hourly units or when this is in addition to the hourly units being proposed –this column is NOT intended to show the equivalent months of the hours being proposed.

   STORMS calculates the labor cost proposed as follows:
   (HourlyUnits * HourlyRate) + (MonthlyUnits * MonthlyRate)

	Markup
	Offsite Markup Rate – This percentage markup is applied to the proposed labor rate when the Vendor’s employee will work at a Contractor provided facilities (i.e., not working at a Government provided facility).   No other form of markup is allowed since these costs should already be included as part of the fully loaded rate according to the IDIQ award.

Separate transactions are required for a labor Category when more than one Markup rate applies (i.e., work will be conducted at two or more Contractor provided facilities which have different associated Markup costs).

	Hourly Rate 2 for Labor – Similar to the HourlyRate column except that this proposed rate is effective upon the date when the IDIQ PoP rates change (for SITE that is always 14 May each year).  HourlyRate2 remain in effect until the end of the Period (PoP) defined on this line.

	HourlyUnits2
	Total Hours 2 – Similar to the HourlyUnits column except that it consists of the consolidated number of hours for this labor category based on the portion of the work performed after the change in IDIQ rates and ending with the Period defined on this line for the Task Order.

	Monthly Rate 2 for Labor - Similar to the MonthlyRate column except that this rate is effective upon the date when the IDIQ PoP rate change (for SITE that is 14 May each year).  MonthlyRate2 then remains in effect until the end of the PoP.

	Number of Months 2 – Similar to the MonthlyUnits column except that it consists of the consolidated number of months proposed for this labor category based on the portion of the work to be performed after the change in IDIQ rates take effect and ending with the Period defined on this line.

	Offsite Markup Rate 2– Similar to the Markup column except that it applies only to the portion of work defined by the HourlyRate2 or MonthlyRate2 submission.

[bookmark: _Toc308182939]STORMS Processing Rules and Considerations
The following situations apply when processing transactions in STORMS:
· Only one (1) consolidated transaction is submitted for each labor Category where the Period, CLIN, Group, and Markup are the same.  STORMS will identify a duplicate transaction error when more than one line has the exact same Category, Period, CLIN, Group, and Markup.
· In the situation where a labor Category will be hosted at multiple Vendor provided facilities within the same Period, CLIN, and price Group—only one combined transaction is submitted if the Markup rates are all the same; otherwise, a separate transaction line must be submitted for each different Markup rate showing the correct level of effort applicable to each Markup.      
· Excel workbook spreadsheet names and the Column names within the transaction cannot be altered or STORMS will reject the entire spreadsheet. 
· Any row in which the Contract column is blank is ignored.  This allows comments and subtotals to be included (if desired) as long as this column is blank.
· Additional columns can be added at the Vendor’s discretion when constructing the proposal labor spreadsheet to allow for subtotals, totals and other related information.  These columns are ignored by STORMS.  Additional columns cannot use any of the reserved STORMS column names.
· The order of the spreadsheet columns does not matter.
· No new labor Category can be submitted in a transaction unless approved in advance of submission and in writing by the Contracting Officer.  Any unrecognized labor Category will be rejected by STORMS.  To avoid this, submit a copy of the approved new labor category name (exactly as it will be submitted in the proposal) to the SITE PMO mail box.

The set of error conditions identified by STORMS includes (but are not limited to) the example transactions below.  Due to its width, the spreadsheet columns are is shown stretched over the next two pages.  The first column in blue is not part of the spreadsheet.  It is only used to provide cross reference lines to the associated description error conditions on the next page.

	Task Order name – This name will be provided by the SITE PMO and will be unique for every Task Order.  It must not be changed in order for the file to process correctly.  Note:  This text item will eventually become a standard Task Order number for submitting monthly expense reports but that number is not defined until the actual award is made.

	Contract Line Item Number – The RFP will identify the CLINs to be used for ODCs.  The ODC transaction formats are validated and stored in the database based on the CLIN.

	Unique Vendor ODC Tracking Identifier –This is a unique tracking identifier provided by the Vendor and is used as a reference to the ODC submitted on this transaction.  When the winning Vendor’s proposal file is loaded into STORMS, this ID is stored and used for correlating monthly ODC expenses as they are submitted.

[bookmark: _Toc308182946]STORMS Monthly Expense Report (MER) File Specifications
The STORMS Monthly Expense File is prepared and submitted by the 10th of each month to the SITE PMO as part of the monthly IDIQ reporting requirements for every SITE Task Order.  It consists of an MS Excel Workbook that includes two specifically named spreadsheets containing the transactions that are processed by STORMS to validate the expense data for all the Task Orders being delivered by the vendor.  A separate MER shall be submitted for each Task Order.
[bookmark: _Toc308182947]STORMS Monthly Expenses Report File Naming Convention
The STORMS MER is a MS Excel 2007 or 2010 structured file.  The MER file name is composed of four parts preceding the file extension:  the Vendor’s IDIQ contact number, year, month code (01 to 12), and the STORMS file type “MER”.  Underscores (“_”) are used for separators between each part preceding the Excel file extension (either “.xlxs” or “.xls”).    The format is defined as follows:
[SITE IDIQ Contract #] + “_” + [Task Order #] + “_” + [Year] + “_” + [Month Code] + “_MER” + [.File Type Extension] 
This name can be expressed more simply as:   IDIQ #_Task Order #_ YYYY_MM_MER.xlsx (or .xls)
An example name is:  HHM402-10-D-00XX_0001_2011_06_MER.xlxs			   where HHM 402-10-D-00XX represents a SITE IDIQ number, 0001 is the Task Order number, 2011 is the year, 06 is for June’s report, “MER” defines the STORMS file format, and “.xlxs” is an Excel 2010 file type.
[bookmark: _Toc308182948]Monthly Expense Spreadsheets Naming Convention
The names of the two monthly transactions spreadsheets that must be contained within the MER file are: “MT_Labor” and “MT_ODCs”.  Both spreadsheets must exist within the MER file and the names of the spreadsheets must be labeled exactly as defined (see figure below).

The MT_Labor spreadsheet is used to submit the transactions for the Labor expenses that have been incurred during the prior month.  Likewise, the MT_ODCs spreadsheet is used to submit all the transactions for ODC expenses.  
Other spreadsheets can be created in the file to assist Vendors during preparation.  If submitted, these spreadsheets are ignored by STORMS and have no adverse effect during processing.  The order of spreadsheets within the file does not matter.    
The specific transaction formats for the “MT_Labor” and “MT_ODCs” spreadsheets are defined in the next two sections. 
[bookmark: _Toc308182949]MT_Labor Spreadsheet (Monthly Transaction Labor Format)
The MT_Labor spreadsheet contains the set of transactions to be processed by STORMS for the Labor expenses incurred for a specific Task Order during the prior month.  
The structure of the MT_Labor transaction contains the information used to identify the corresponding Contract, Task Order, the Contractor’s Employee associated with this labor expense, the actual expenses (rate and hours/months delivered), and the location where these expenses were incurred.  
Unlike the STORMS Proposal File, every line in the monthly transaction file is processed (i.e., lines are NOT ignored if the Contract column is blank—which will cause an error).
The logical data structure of the monthly labor transaction is shown in the next diagram.

	Sequence Line Number of Transactions – This is a sequential one-up number for each transaction within this spreadsheet (starting with 1 each time a file is submitted). This provides a consistent reference number when discussions are required between the Government and the Vendor involving transaction errors.  It also allows the data to be resorted to its original condition if it has been sorted for other purposes.

	Invoice Number – This must match the specific invoice number that was used to submit this expense for payment (i.e., the invoice number as sent to the Government’s payment office).

	Sub Contract Line Number – One or more SLINs may be associated with a given CLIN.  This field is used to identify the specific source of funding for the work performed  
Submission of the SLIN & ACRN data is mandatory for all expenses incurred after 1 Oct 1011.

	Accounting Classification Reference Number – This is the associated ACRN identified for the SLIN.  There is never more than one ACRN is allowed per SLIN.

	Billing Start Date – This is the first date of the work period in which the expenses for the individual cited on this line were actually incurred.  This date may be for a worked performed in earlier months if it is for expenses not already submitted.  This date does NOT have to match the invoice period.

There are currently 62 IDIQ approved labor skills.  The Category text must exactly match one of the IDIQ categories or an approved new labor category (see Appendix B for exact IDIQ text strings and/or alternative abbreviations that can be used).

	Price Group – This is the SITE Price Group designation which defines the labor rate authorized for the geographical location where work was performed.  This text must exactly match one of the 25 IDIQ Price Groups or abbreviations as listed in Appendix C.

	Totals Hours Delivered – This is the number of hours delivered by this employee during the billing period for the labor category and the location of where work was performed (Group) within this transaction.  If this column is used, the Months column MUST be blank.

	Hourly Labor Rate – This is the approved rate for one (1) hour of work for the labor category (Category) and location of work (Group) for this specific Task Order.  This rate should not include any authorized offsite markup.

Each line processed in the MT_Labor spreadsheet is treated as a completely separate transaction.  A separate MER is to be submitted for each Task Order.  The expenses contained within the MER should correlate to the Task Order costs submitted in the matching invoice number to the Government for payment for any given period.
The SITE contract is designed to handle hybrid task orders.  In effect, a Task Order may contain both Firm Fixed Price and Time and Material CLINS.  Likewise, the MER transaction format is designed to support the full set of contract types at the CLIN level.   Based on the CLIN number, STORMS validates the required data columns of each submitted line in the MER based on the CLIN order type. Since each transaction line is treated separately, more than one expense line can be submitted per employee on the spreadsheet.  This capability makes it easy for Vendors to submit accurate labor expenses based on who, what and where the work each actually performed.  Three example scenarios are present below where multiple transaction lines per employee would be required (other situations may warrant this treatment):
· The Task Order labor rates are eligible to change during the month of performance on the anniversary of the IDIQ contract (for SITE this is 13/14 May annually).  In this case, two transactions are submitted for each employee who performed work during one or both of these periods.  The transactions should use the corresponding dates below:

· During the same month, an employee is fully qualified to deliver work in more than one labor Category on the same Task Orders.   In this situation, a transaction line is submitted for each labor category with the corresponding labor rate and level of effort.

[bookmark: _Toc308182959]Submitting Proposal Price Reports (PPR)
Currently the PPR is to be provided as part of the RFP response directly to the requesting contracting office.  The contracting office then provides the PPR to the SITE PMO to validate the labor rates and other cost data using STORMS.  If any errors are identified, this information is provided to the contracting officer to resolve with the submitting vendor.
In the future, modifications are being made to support the direct upload of the PPR file using SharePoint to a restricted folder.  The uploaded file will then be automatically preprocessed by the STORMS application to validate the data.
An error report (by line number) will be returned via email to the submitting vendor.  If no errors are found, a “Valid” conformation email will be sent to the submitted that the file is ready to be included with the vendor’s response to the RFP to the contracting office.  Upon award, STORMS will only maintain the Task Order price data from the winning Vendor.     
[bookmark: _Toc308182960]Submitting Monthly Expense Reports (MER)
Currently MERs are to be submitted directly on the SITE PMO SharePoint (www.SITEIDIQ.gov).  A specific library for the MER is available within each Task Order to upload the file.  Access to this folder is restricted to those vendor personnel who have been granted permission to see cost data for the specific Task Order.   
In the future, modifications are being made to support the direct upload of the MER file using SharePoint.  When uploaded, the MER will be automatically processed by STORMS to validate the submitted data.  
If no errors are identified, a conformation email will be returned to the submitter and the MER will be finalized within STORMS--no further action is required by the Vendor or SITE PMO.
If errors are identified by STORMS, an error report (by line number) will be returned via email to the submitting Vendor.  The Vendor is responsible to make the necessary corrections and resubmit the report until a fully correct file is accepted. 
[bookmark: _Toc308182961]Submitting Expense Corrections 
When either the Government or Vendor identifies an error within a STORMS MER or in a previously submitted invoice to the finance office, the following corrective actions must be taken.
[bookmark: _Toc308182962]Correcting Errors Which Occurred Only in the MER File 
If the errors identified are solely constrained to the data in the MER (i.e., do not impact the actual submitted invoice), the Vendor shall make the necessary corrections in the previously submitted MER and reprocess the revised file in the normal way.  A re-uploaded MER file containing a previously accepted invoice number will automatically cause STORMS to back-out all associated data with the invoice number to avoid any potential duplicate expenses.  Once the replacement MER file is successfully uploaded and accepted by STORMS, no additional actions are required.
[bookmark: _Toc308182963]Correcting Submitted Invoice Errors 
If the Vendor has elected (or been directed) to submit a revised invoice to the finance office, a corrected MER is also required to be processed by the Vendor in STORMS.  This process is the same as if the errors where contained solely in the MER (see process in paragraph above).
If the Vendor is making the corrections/adjustments within a future invoice, the MER for that invoice should likewise contain the associated expenses.  The processing of the MER would be done as normal.   Because the corrections may require a reduction of some expenses, (e.g., reducing the hours delivered, backing out an ODC), negative numbers can be used in selected fields of the MER (see examples provided earlier).
