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The following documentation and coordination was accomplished on the basic SITE contract, and is not required for subsequent Task Orders:
· Contractor Responsibility Documentation
· Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Compliance – EEO clearance was obtained for prime contractors.  However, EEO clearance is necessary for any first tier subcontractors when their portion of a proposed Task Order exceeds $10M
· Facility Security Clearances (prime contractors)
· Synopsis (pre/post)
· Announcement of Contract Award (1279 Report) per DFARS 205.303 
[bookmark: _Toc237753328][bookmark: _Toc243383999][bookmark: _Toc262209743]Although overall responsibility has been determined for each SITE contractor, in accordance with FAR 9.405-1 and the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Memorandum, “Contractor Responsibility Determinations and Indefinite-Delivery Contracts,” dated 16 Apr 2002, ordering contracting officers should complete and document an Excluded Parties List review on contractors they intend to award Task Orders prior to making each Task Order award.  This policy is also consistent with DFARS 209.405-1.
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
